Waitakere Wages War on Weeds

Waitakere City’s annual War on Weeds programme gets underway in March. Once again the target is
the ‘nine nasty’ weeds which threaten the unique environment in Waitakere City.

Jumbo bins will be placed at high profile sites around the City for residents to dispose of noxious
weeds collected from their properties. The ‘nine nasties’ are Kahili Ginger, Blue Morning Glory,
Japanese Honeysuckle, Climbing Asparagus, Jasmine,
Moth Plant, Plectranthus, Smilax and Tradescantia.

War onWeeds runs from |- 3| March each year. The
programme is run by WeedFree Trust in partnership
with Keep Waitakere Beautiful and Waitakere City
Council.

Each year residents deliver about 100 tonnes of weeds
to the free jumbo bins around the City. In the lead up
to War onWeeds,WeedFree Trust encourages residents
to stock pile their environmental weeds.

“The longer the nine nasties are left to thrive on your
property, the less chance your natives have of
flourishing,” says Community Co-ordinator Neil
Henderson.

“It’s important to try and get these nasties and other
weeds before they go to seed.”

While the focus of the programme is on the ‘nine
nasties’ there are many other environmental weeds
that can also be disposed of in the bins. For help
identifying your pest plants, visit www.weedbusters.
org.nz. Residents are asked not to use the bins for
woody weeds like Privet and Bamboo - trailer vouchers
for disposal of these weeds are available fromWeedFree
Trust.

Keep Your Property Fire Safe

Waiatarua bush is nowhere near as flammable
as some parts of Australia — thank goodness
— but you can and should take steps to keep
your property as safe as possible from the
potential dangers of bush fire. Ensuring that a
fire engine can fit up your driveway is a good
start — these are much wider, taller and longer
than the car you use every day. The National
Rural Fire Authority recommends you form a
safety zone or defensible space around your
home by clearing out to at least 10 metres
(more on the downhill side), removing all dead
vegetation and highly flammable species, and
keeping the grass mowed. You’ll need to
consult with the Council to ensure
compliance with their rules on removing
vegetation.

Inorganic Rubbish Collection

Waiatarua residents are reminded that if
they wish to have inorganic rubbish collected
from their property this year, they need to
book NOWY for their April collection month.

Waitakere City Council is now operating a
pre-paid inorganic rubbish collection
service.

Under the new system, the service is booked
and paid for in advance and the inorganic
rubbish collected from inside residential
property boundaries.Previously rubbish was
put out on the street.

Residents must make their booking at least
two clear weeks in advance of their
collection week so are advised to go online
now (or enquire at the council on 839 0419)
to find their allocated collection date and
booking cut-off date.

The new user pays service costs $11.25 per
household and must be booked online at
www.inorganiccollection.co.nz or in person
at the council offices at 6 Henderson Valley
Road, Henderson.

The service runs between February and June
each year. Different suburbs are covered by
the collection each month and each address
has a pre-allocated collection date.

Residents will need to pile their inorganic
rubbish inside their property or near their
driveway on collection day.

The collection is for household furniture,
toys and appliances, domestic gardening
equipment, outdoor leisure equipment and
metal items from household renovations. A
maximum of one cubic metre (about two
car boots full) of rubbish can be put out for
collection.

To book your inorganic rubbish collection:

I. Go to www.inorganiccollection.co.nz or
phone 839-0419 to find out your collection
date and your booking deadline date. You
will need to provide your address details.

2. Book and pay the $11.25 fee online or at
the council — at least two weeks ahead of
your collection week.

The inorganic collection has primarily been
changed because the law now requires
councils to encourage waste reduction and
because the old system was inefficient,
unsightly and dangerous and made
commercial scavenging possible at
ratepayers’ expense.

Restricted Fire Season

Remember we have a fire restriction in
place which means you need a council
permit to light any fire other than a
barbecue. For more details phone Rural
Fire Officer at 837 0790.
